A good part of the last Committee meeting primarily dealt with issues relating
to the upcoming AGM. Other topics included,;

Clubroom Insurance Valuation
The Treasurer, Margaret Gordon, will obtain a valuation of the
building and report back to the Committee with recommendation
of the next steps.

The plan for the Jubilee Day has been agreed and actions are

Club Constitution Update
The update of the Constitution is in progress. To keep the
Constitution as simple as possible, Pat Stuart will develop separate
Policies to support the document. The first of these completed is
the Privacy Policy.

WBC Privacy Policy
The updated Incorporated Societies Act requires all clubs to have
a Privacy Officer. It was agreed the Privacy Officer would be the
person who is responsible for the membership database, currently
the Secretary.
It was agreed that a Policy folder be created and be made
available to the membership. Pat Stuart also recommended that a
committee manual be developed.
The proposed Privacy Policy was agreed and accepted.
